to see the development of those strategies with the general education teacher. The teacher
shared the take-aways from a “push-in vs. pull-out” approach. A challenge may be scheduling,
but believe it would be a valuable approach to pursue.

e Other sessions discussed language functions and GLAD strategies for sheltered instruction. It
was asked if it is possible to bring in a presenter from the conference that shared instruction on
how to be culturally responsive.

TESOL 2023 International Convention & English Language Expo — March 21-24

e Several ELD staff attended the convention in Portland, OR. The convention is an international

conference geared for educators of K-adult learners.
