2002). She was a lifetime resident of Pullman who graduated from Pullman High School. She attended beautician school,
worked in Pullman and during World War Il joined the WAVES, serving in Washington, D.C. Upon returning to Pullman, she
worked at WSU until retirement. Dorothy had a thirst for knowledge about the past and the people of this area and was
interested in all things relating to Whitman County genealogy and history, with an emphasis on Pullman.

Eligibility: Any of the following who will complete coursework in the 2024-2025 school year:
e Current Pullman High School senior (including FlexEd participants)
e Former PHS students who have completed their GED
e Former PHS students who will have received a Washington State High School
Diploma or Certificate

Award Criteria: The successful applicant must:
o Satisfy the eligibility requirement.
e Have been accepted to further his/her education at a university, college, junior
college, trade school, etc.
e Submit a 1-2 page strongly written essay highlighting the applicant’'s passion for
family history and/or local history.

Award Preference: Students who have done research on or performed any projects involving
Whitman County genealogy and/or history will be given preference for this
scholarship. This could be encompassed in a Senior Showcase, Eagle Scout
Project, volunteer or service work related to local/regional restoration projects,
historical documentation/research and/or museum involvements. These are listed
as a few samples of potential preferences. Any projects or services that
represent Dorothy Sevier Matson’s historical passion will be given
preferential consideration for this award.

Amount of Scholarship: $1000 — Non-recurring scholarship to be used for future education expenses.
The scholarship award will be paid directly to the educational institution.

e Aone to two page essay described on application
e Aletter of acceptance to university, college, junior college or trade school, etc.
